Videophones
A Blessing and a Curse

When I was growing up I loved to read the newspaper
because it was my avenue to the world. I'd pretty
much read the entire paper every day, but the first
section I'd turn to would be the comics. One of my
favorite strips was Dick Tracy. Dick Tracy had these
cool video watches where he could communicate face
to face with his fellow police officers. I always
dreamed we’d have that technology in the future.

Well now is the future and in the last several years
technology has given deaf and hard of hearing folks a
new means by which to telecommunicate. The
videophone (VD) is fast replacing the TTY/TTD as the
preferred method for those deaf and hard of hearing
who prefer to use ASL. When your first language 1s
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ASL it’s a lot better to use a VP because you're
communicating in the language you are most fluent in.

The impact of VP on our deaf and hard of hearing
children has been really strong. Kids call other kids
and chat just like hearing kids do and the best thing is
they can chat fluently in the language they prefer with
less chance of misunderstandings.

Unfortunately this technology also has a downside that
parents and staff must be aware of. Kids can and do
engage in inappropriate behavior while communicating
with VPs. As horrible as it sounds, kids expose
themselves to each other. We also see this in kids
sending inappropriate pictures to each other with
today’s smart phones.

WSD staff sometimes hear about these incidents from
the kids and usually the incidents take place at home.
We try very hard to monitor the kids when ﬂley' make
VD calls from WSD. Our VP booths don’t have doors
so we can spot check and make sure things are
appropriate while still allowing the students some sense
of privacy.

We also try to educate our students to understand that
such behavior can be sexual abuse and can result in
serious legal charges from the authorities. As
mandated reporters WSD staff are require to report
such behavior to the authorites.

At home, however, kids tend to have more privacy and
it’s important that parents keep an eye on their
children’s conversations.

[t’s a changing world and while many changes are for
the better, some are double edged swords. We all need
to be aware of that and vigilant in monitoring our
children.

According to Mental Health: A Report of the Surgeon General (1999), 1 in 5 will experience signs and
symptoms of a psychiatric disorder during the course of the year. Some nine million children have serious
emotional problems at any point in time. Yet, only 1 in 5 of these children are receiving appropriate
treatment. When parents or teachers suspect that a child may have an emotional problem, they should
seek a comprehensive evaluation by a mental health professional specifically trained to work with children
and adolescents.

Signs and symptoms of childhood and adolescent emotional problems may include:

School problems Injuring or killing animais

Frequent fighting Stealing or lying

Trouble sleeping Mood swings

Feeling sad Setting fires

Thoughts about suicide or running away Obsessive thoughts or compuisive
Excessive weight loss or gain behaviors :

Troubling or disturbing thoughts Dangerous or self destructive behavior
Use of drugs or alcohal _ e Trouble paying attention

Withdraw or isolation o Anxiety or frequent worries

Throughout the evaluation process, parents should be directly invoived and ask many questions. It's
important to make sure you understand the results of the evaluation, your child's diagnosis, and the full
range of treatment options. If parents are not comfortable with a particular clinician, treatment option, or
are confused about specific recommendations, they should consider a second opinion.

Before a child begins treatment, parents may aiso want to ask the following:

What are the recommended treatment options for my child?

How will | be invalved with my child's treatment?

How will we know if the treatment is working?

How long should it take before | see improvement?

Does my child need medication?

What should | do if the problems get worse?

What are the arrangements if | need to reach you after-hours or in an emergency?

You may also need to advocate to have your child seen in a timely way, by the most appropriate
clinician. Most insurance plans now include some form of managed care, which may utilize provider
panels with few mental health professionals. However, many states now have laws concerning
reasonable access to specialists. If you have problems or questions, try calling the Department of
Insurance, the Patient Ombudsman/Advocate, or the Department of Consumer Affairs at your insurance
company.

Ongoing parental involvement and support are essential to the overali success of treatment. Depending
on the nature of your child's problems, it may also be important to involve the school, community
agencies, and/or juvenile justice system. In addition, it may be helpful to learn how to access other

support services such as respite, parent skill building, or home-based programs. Local advocacy groups
can also provide valuable information, experience and support for parents.

Although serious emotional problems are common in childhood and adolescence, they are also highly
treatable. By advocating for early identification, comprehensive evaluation and appropriate intervention,
parents can make sure their children get the help they need, and reduce the risk of long term emotional
difficulties.

Walworth County Experiencing an Increase in Whooping Cough

Walworth County, along with all of Wisconsin, is experiencing an outbreak of Whooping
Cough (Pertussis). Since the beginning of 2012, the Walworth County Health Department
has investigated over 150 possible cases. Of those, 54 are confirmed and probable cases.
Walworth County Public Health Officer Pat Grove said public health nurses are
contacting all known contacts of the individuals with pertussis to determine their risk.
Statewide, almost 1,900 cases have been reported, compared to only 158 one year ago.
Children age 5 — 14 years accounted for over 62% of all the investigations.

Pertussis is a highly contagious bacterial disease that causes uncontrollable, violent
coughing. The coughing can make it hard to breathe and the deep “whooping” sound is
sometimes heard when the patient tries to take a breath in between coughs. If someone
with whooping cough sneezes or coughs, tiny droplets which hold the bacteria spread
through the air, placing others at risk for contracting the disease. While vaccination is
helpful, it is possible to get Pertussis even when fully vaccinated.

The first symptoms are similar to the common cold, sometimes with a cough. Several
days later, most people notice that the cough suddenly becomes much worse, resulting in
uncontrollable coughing. These coughing spells can sometimes lead to vomiting. While
healthy adults and older children usually recover completely from Pertussis, infants under
the age of one year are at risk of major complications, even death. Most infants who get
pertussis are exposed to it from the adults around them, especially parents and
grandparents.

If you suspect you have whooping cough, call your health care provider and ask to be
tested for it. You may be asked to wear a mask upon arrival at the office. Pertussis is
tested from a sample taken from your nasal secretions. Because test results can take a few
days, if your provider suspects whooping cough, treatment with an appropriate antibiotic
will be started immediately. If you think you may have whooping cough, you should stay
home and avoid contact with other people, especially small children and infants, until
after you have completed 5 full days of antibiotics, even if the test result is negative. All
suspected cases of Pertussis are reported to the health department, per state mandate, for
investigation.

Anyone who spends time with infants and young children should receive a booster of the
pertussis vaccine. This is given in combination with the tetanus booster. Check with your
health care provider to see if you have received this vaccine. If you received a tetanus




booster that did not contain the Pertussis vaccine, you should get another one with
Pertussis, no matter how long it has been since that booster.

To prevent catching pertussis: use good hand washing, avoid close contact with others
that have a cough, see your health care provider if you get a serious cough after having a
cold, especially if the cough lasts for weeks, and please consider getting a vaccine. It’s
highly effective and can prevent pretty serious complications.

Vaccines are available for low or no cost at the Walworth County Public Health
immunization clinics, located at the Walworth County Department of Health and Human
Services, W4051 County Road NN in Elkhorn (next to Aurora Lakeland Medical Center).
These clinics operate on a first-come, first-served basis. Appointments are also available

Allergies: Seasonal Relief

As the seasons change, so will
your allergy symptoms.
Combat allergic reactions with
these seasonal tips.

Winter

The winter months often provide

some relief for allergy sufferers,

as the outdoor air is cool and free
of pollen. However, if you have
allergies, you need to make sure
that the air inside your house is
clean as well. Be sure to:

« Keep firewood outside.

» Clean heating ducts and air
conditioning filters.

» Bathe house pets regularly if
dander is a probiem.

« Keep your face covered when
out in the cold. Going from
cold outside air to warm
indoor air can trigger asthma.

Spring

Mold growth blooms indoors and

outdoors with spring rains. As

flowers, trees, weeds and
grasses begin to blossom,
allergies will follow. Spring-
cleaning activities can stir up
dust mites, so be sure to:

» Wash your bedding every
week in hot water to help keep
pollen under control.

« Wash your hair before going to
bed, since pollen can
accumulate in your hair.

« Wear an inexpensive painter’s
mask and gloves when
cleaning, vacuuming or
painting to limit dust and
chemical inhalation, and skin
axposure.
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« Vacuum twice a week.

« Limit the number of throw
rugs in your home to reduce
dust and mold.

» Make sure the rugs you do
have are washable.

« Change air conditioning and
heating air filters often.

Summer
Warm temperatures and high
hurnidity can put a strain on
seasonal allergy and asthma
sufferers. Summer is the peak
time for some types of pollen,
smog and even mold:
« Stay indoors between 5 a.m.
and 10 a.m., when outdoor
pollen counts tend to be
highest.
Be careful when going from
extreme outdoor heat to air
conditioning. The temperature
change can trigger an asthma
attack.
« Wear a mask when you mow
the lawn or when around
freshly cut grass. Afterward,
take a shower, wash your hair
nd change clothes.
Dry laundry inside instead of
on an outside clothesline.
Check your yard for allergens,
as well as other irritants such
as oak, birch, cedar and

cottonwood trees; weeds such
as nettle or ragweed can also
trigger allergies.

« Wear shoes, long pants and
slesves if allergic to bee
stings.

« Do not wear scented
deodorants, hair products or
perfumes when outdoors.

Fall
Cooler tamperatures are ideal
for planting flowers and trees,
but be sure to plant those that
produce less pollen, such as fir,
pine, dogwood, azaleas, tulips,
irises and pansies.

= Wear a mask while raking
leavas or when working with
mulch or hay.

Use a dehumidifier in your
basement to deter mold.
Clean the dehumidifier
frequently.

Wash bathroom tiles and
shower curtains with mold-
killing products.

Back-to-school time is a great time to discuss allergies or asthma
with your child’s school nurse and teachers. Inform them of your
child’s needs, including any inhalers, medications and what to do

in case of an emergency.
